	Grade Level(s)/Course: Grade 5

	Materials/Resources Required (including ICT)

	Computer Lab, projection unit, Free download: Photostory3, microphones, headsets, digital camera or scanner, internet.

	Lesson Objective/s


	To become familiar with First People’s stories of their origins as outlined in Gr.5 Social Studies Curriculum 5.1.1


	ICT Integration and Infusion Objective/s

	Students use the digital camera or scanner to create digital copies of their artwork.  Then they upload and manipulate a series of images to create a photostory presentation.  Students also rehearse their oral reading parts of the story and record themselves reading.  They later use the networked laptop and projector cart, and load and present their completed project. 


Lesson Plan Details

Activate: 

-Gather a variety of Canadian Native Creation Stories (myths) from anywhere you choose (such as this site)

Note: NOT all are appropriate!  (I adapted the wording of some parts for EAL and weaker students)
-Introduce the topic of Creation stories to the class, and read one to them.  (ie-Iroquois:) 

Acquire:

-Divide class into groups

-Provide each group with enough copies of a native creation story for each group member.  I also cut and paste images of various words and attached them to the group handouts for picture accuracy in illustrations.  (Click here to link to an example handout- edited, parts broken up, and images added) *Link coming soon.
-Each group divides up the reading parts so that an appropriate or equal length is given to each student to read.

-The group reads the story over together to become familiar with it. (looks up difficult words on the internet or in dictionary, or asks teacher-some words won’t be found in dictionaries.)

-Each member practices reading his or her part over several times. (to a partner, teacher, parent etc.)
-Students decide how they will illustrate each portion of text.
Apply: 

-Each student creates 3 illustrations that coincide with the parts of the story that he or she is reading.

-One student creates a title page, and one creates an ending page.

-Take digital images of each student-made illustration, and put them into a shared directory. (a few students, or the teacher can do this step) (I found the digital camera to be quicker than the scanner)

-Each group opens up Photostory3 (on one students account) and inserts their own images into their project.

-Students in each group take turns using the mic to record their portion of the story for the pictures they drew.

-Students can add custom motion, transitions, and music to their presentation if they want to.

-All final projects are saved to the one student’s home directory, and copied to either the teacher’s directory or a shared directory for final viewing.

-story-sharing can be done in either the lab, or a classroom if there is an lcd projector available.

Conclusion: This was a lot more enjoyable than just reading the stories, but of course, it also took more time! 
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
